Attilla's career has included performances on all continents, and in 40 countries, with all the major orchestras and with many leading chamber musicians. His repertoire is immense, and includes some of the most powerful, impassioned music ever composed, by the likes of Paganini, Mozart, Haydn, Beethoven, Bruch and Tchaikovsky and Sarasate to name a few.
